THE EPISTLE READING

The reading is from St. Paul’s Letter to the Hebrew

4:14-16; 5:1-6

Brethren, since we have a high priest who has passed
through the heavens, Jesus, the Son of God, let us hold fast our
confession. For we have not a high priest who is unable to
sympathize with our weaknesses, but one who in every
respect has been tempted as we are, yet without sin. Let us
then with confidence draw near to the throne of grace, that
we may receive mercy and find grace to help in time of need.
For every high priest chosen from among men is appointed to
act on behalf of men in relation to God, to offer gifts and
sacrifices for sins. He can deal gently with the ignorant and
wayward, since he himself is beset with weakness. Because of
this he is bound to offer sacrifice for his own sins as well as
for those of the people. And one does not take the honor upon
himself, but he is called by God, just as Aaron was. So also,
Christ did not exalt himself to be made a high priest, but was
appointed by him who said to him, "Thou art my Son, today I
have begotten thee"; as he says also in another place, "Thou

art a priest forever, after the order of Melchizedek."

Our Cathedral is being prepared and we are following the welcoming and seating

processes as parishioners entering the Narthex. Parish Council members will be greeting and
guiding you through the procedures designated by the Archdiocese as you approach the

Cathedral.
e A Registration form is prepared for attending services for each individual or family
memebrs.

e Please be sure to wear a mask when you enter the Cathedral and practice the social
distancing rule of 6 feet apart, between individuals or families. Families can sit together.

e There will be no need to touch any door handles or other items (Only the main Cathedral
door and the back door for handicap access will remain open throughout the Liturgy)

e Orthros on Sundays will be celebrated at 8:45am with Divine Liturgy following at
10:00am.

e A basket will be on either side of the candle stand in the Narthex for you to make your
offerings and donations.

e After lighting candles, please revere the icon and do not kiss the icon.

e Father Ambrose will make announcements with directions for an orderly and safe
approach for Holy Communion and then Dismissal.

e Antidoron will be given only by the priest. Parishioners will approach to receive
antidoron without kissing the hand of the priest and wearing their masks.

e (Call the Church Office for instructions regarding Memorials. If offered, Koliva must be
placed on a tray in individual bags after the service.
e The pews have been cleaned and disinfected and hand sanitizer is placed in the Narthex.

If you are in a high-risk category as defined by the CDC (see link below), are sick or have
COVID-19 symptoms or have had exposure to someone with symptoms, we urge you to remain
home and enjoy the online services until you can safely return to the

Compassion can often mean kindness and sympathy.
In these verses, it means something deeper and
much more powerful. “And he had compassion®
is translated from the Greck eomhayyviotn
(esplachNEEsthee) and comes from the root
word in Greek for “guts.” In other words, it is
compassion and concern that are felt in one's guts
—a compassion that is felt in a deeply physical way.
Compassion felt in this way compels us to respond
with love and deep concern.

In the parable of the Good Samaritan, Jesus says
“But a certain Samaritan, os he journeyed, came where he
was: and when he saw him, he had compassion on him. .."

(Luke 10:33).

In the parable of the Prodigal Son Jesus says, “But
when he was yet a great way off, his father saw him, and
had compassion, and ran, and fdl on his neck, and kissed
him." (Luke 15:20).

To love in the way Saint Paul writes to the Chris-
tians at Corinth, when he says, “...the greatest
of these is love,” means we can't live without
