sion of Jesus:

When Jesus landed and saw a large crowd, he had compas-
sion on them and healed their sick (Matthew 14:14).

Jesus had compassion on them and touched their eyes.
Immediately they received their sight and followed him
(Matthew 20:34).

...he had compassion on them, because they were like
sheep without a shepherd (Mark 6:34).

Compassion can often mean kindness and sympathy.
In these verses, it means something deeper and
much more powerful. “And he had compassion”
is translated from the Greek fomhayyxviofn
(esplachNEEsthee) and comes from the root
word in Greeck for “guts.” In other words, it is
compassion and concern that are felt in one’s guts
—a compassion that is felt in a deeply physical way.
Compassion felt in this way compels us to respond

with love and deep concern.

In the parable of the Good Samaritan, Jesus says
“But a certain Samaritan, as he journeyed, came where he

was: and when he saw him, he had compassion on him. . .”
(Luke 10:33).

My beloved Parishioners of St. George Greek Orthodox Cathedral,

During this past year so much of our life has moved online to a “virtual” reality, including
streaming of the Divine Liturgy through Facebook from our Cathedral. However, as much as
technology has helped us to bridge somewhat the pandemic divide, virtual reality remains virtual
and is not the same as being present in person, especially at the celebration of the Sacrament of the
Divine Liturgy.

We only have to remember the longing we have felt to be present for a meal with family
members or friends for anniversaries, weddings or birthdays. How much we have yearned to see
them face-to-face. It is the same feeling with our participation in the D. Liturgy. As helpful as it
has been to stay connected to our Cathedral virtually, it is nothing like gathering in person with
our brothers and sisters at Sunday D. Liturgy.

The celebration of the Holy Eucharist is the source and summit of our lives as Orthodox
Christians. It is where Christ gives himself to us in his Body and Blood. Christ is present at every
D. Liturgy, in his Word proclaimed, in a tangible way in his Body and Blood and in the person of
his priest. He is present to feed us with Word and Sacrament, to embrace us with his love and to
give us the grace we need to face the struggles of our daily lives. We hunger for his presence. We
draw from the D. Liturgy the grace we need to love, and we return to it in thanksgiving to God for
all he has given to us. The participation in the D. Liturgy is not a commandment or a compel but
an inner and personal necessity who sustains our spiritual and physical lives.

Rest on Sunday is good and nice. Time spending with family is good and nice. Recreation
and catching up on the practicalities of life is good and nice. However, can any leisure activity
inspire us to know that we are loved for who we are, or forgiven for our failings, or make us stronger
as a family? How much more fulfilling our lives would be if we would give our hearts to Christ
through His D. Liturgy and allow the Holy Eucharist to satisfy us?

My beloved, Christ waits for you. He waits for you to come home with all your brothers
and sisters in the Church, to hear his saving Word proclaimed, to join your joys and sorrows to his
Holy Cross, and to receive him in Holy Communion. As His All Holiness Ecumenical Patriarch
Bartholomew wrote not so many years ago: “The Sacrament of the Divine Liturgy is the Church’s
way of restoring the intimacy between God and the World, which was lost through sin and evil. It
is a gift from God given in order to appropriate wholeness through transformation.”

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His Eminence, Archbishop Elpidophoros of America with his May 25, 2021, Encyclical,
lifted up all the church restrictions throughout the Archdiocese, effective May 31, 2021, and
restored the spiritual obligation of the faithful to attend the Divine Services on Sundays and Holy
Days. Therefore, do not be afraid to give your time to Christ! He is the One who knows the secret
of time and the secret of eternity, and he gives us His day (Sunday) as an ever-new gift of his love
for our salvation.

Whether you attended D. Liturgy every Sunday before the pandemic, or not for many years,
I invite you to come home now to the Holy Eucharist which is, according to Patriarch
Bartholomew: “the mystery that holds together the whole world in a sacred relationship between
God and the world; it is the sacrament that the people of God encounter through prayer and
doxology the presence of the merciful God in His heavenly Kingdom.”
